Abstract. The aim of the study is to analyze the relationship between social
identity and leadership potential in young tennis players. The key components of social
identity are identified, and their influence on the manifestation of leadership both
among peers and in team situations is examined. The study involves tennis players aged
12—-17. Methods include questionnaires, socio-psychological scales, correlation and
regression analysis. The results show that a high degree of identification with a group
(team, club) is associated with a more pronounced leadership potential. The practical
significance lies in recommendations for coaches and sports clubs on creating an
environment that supports social identity and fosters the development of leadership in
young athletes.
